Old Business:

Treasurer.  A nominating committee has been formed and members have been sent electronic 
notification of the nomination form, available at www.evanshsa.org - Forms page.  Nominations will 
close at the end of the March 10th H&SA meeting.  Once all candidates have been contacted for 
consent, ballots will be distributed to all current H&SA members.  Election results will be announced 
at the April 14th H&SA meeting. 

Jen Wolf & Beth Vallone will put together a preliminary plan for hosting a Mommy Market in the 
month of May.  Additional information will follow at the March meeting. 

 
New Business:  

Playground Expansion 
The H&SA Executive Board recommends moving forward with the second phase of the Grades 1-4 
playground area expansion using existing funds.  Currently, there is $6,000 in the Playground 
Expansion fund.  The cost of phase II playground equipment, tax, S&H, installation and the 20% 
SDASD lifetime maintenance cost for assuming responsibility of the expansion is estimated at 
$9,500.  Anticipating the April Basket Raffle will bridge the gap in cost, the Executive Board 
recommends moving forward now with the initiation process, which begins with submitting the 
proposal of the expansion and donation of the funds to the SFASD School Board at the March 2010 
working session.  By doing so, order of the equipment can begin once the proposal is accepted, 
which in turn shortens the turn-around of delivery and installation.  Previous year’s Basket Raffles 
have generated between $6,00 and $7,000.             

Attending membership voted unanimously to move forward with the second phase of the 
playground expansion.  A letter of intent will be presented to the SFASD School Board at the 
March 2010 working session.  
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New Business (cont’d):  

Review of By-laws for the purpose of Including a Conflict of Interest Policy 
As suggested by the IRS, in the form 1023: 501 c 3 Tax-Exempt Status application, the H&SA 
Executive Board recommends inclusion of an article in the Evans Elementary H&SA By-laws which 
addresses conflict of interest to eliminate any potential appearance of impropriety on the part of 
Executive Board members or other committee members when entering into transactions on 
behalf of the H&SA.  The Executive Board recommends using the verbiage provided by the IRS in 
the Instructions for Form 1023 document.   

Attending membership voted unanimously to adopt a Conflict of Interest Policy, as outlined by the 
IRS, into the Evans Elementary H&SA By-laws.  This policy will become Article XIV of the Evans 
Elementary H&SA By-laws, with its associated sections.
